1. What is your engineering background and how long have you been involved in PEO?

Any policy that impacts the engineering 
profession or has potential to impact professional engineers should be reviewed and discussed with PEO before its 
implementation.  

4. What have been the greatest benefits and lessons you have gained since taking on your role? 

There have been many benefits to working as GLP Chair. Some of them are listed below: 
i. Networking: When you manage a GLP event in your region, it allows you to work with other GLP Chairs in other 

chapters. In my case, I worked with four other GLP Chairs to organize the Northern Region Inaugural 
Government Liaison Program (GLP) Academy and Congress event.  

ii. Leadership: When you lead an event, you will face problems, challenges and issues.  You learn how to deal with 
difficult situations, manage resources and plan an event. 

iii. Communication: While working as GLP Chair, you learn how to communicate with MPPs that in turn helps you to 
improve your communication skills. 

 
One of the lessons I have learned over the past couple of years is that MPPs are busy individuals and have their schedules 
booked in advance. If you are planning to invite any particular MPP, make sure you let them know well ahead of time, so 
they can block that time slot for you.
