The formal hearings into the Elliot Lake mall collapse have

been delayed, as the public inquiry commission says it is still
waiting on important documents from the province.

The province launched an inquiry after a portion of the mall's

Commission spokesperson Peter Doody said the team of
lawyers must review all of the documents before it can start to
call witnesses.

"We aren't sure how much more information, how much more
documentation, we're going to get from the province, but we've
been told it could be quite a bit

AAnd we're not sure when we're going to get it.,bufihe prov
may be coming in January."

Files include those from the Ministry of Labour and the Ministry of Community Safety.
Doody said the earliest the hearings will begin will be late February.

The public inquiry will question key players including the mall owners, the Professional Engineers of Ontario, and
the city of Elliot Lake.

The victims' families will be able to ask questions of the mall owner.

Meanwhile, the hearing room in Elliot Lake is also still under construction.
